The Waterford Family Academy Engagement Model o�ers individual sessions to fill a 
specific need such as a literacy night, phonics bingo, or fun activities with math 
manipulatives.  

The Waterford Family Academy Cohort Model follows a curriculum rooted in the 
science of reading, with a minimum of six sessions that build on the knowledge 
gained in previous sessions.
